The explanation written by students must include the critical attributes  of a rectangle:  4 sides, opposite sides equal or parallel, 4 right angles
More unusual polygons would have to be accepted; for example:  kites, chevrons, heptagons (7 sides), nonagons (9 sides), decagons (10 sided), etc.
