Kindergarten/Math Curriculum
Kindergarten Synopsis:

The kindergarten math curriculum, based on the Connecticut Mathematics Framework/2005, is divided into four content standards:  Algebraic Reasoning, Numbers and Operations, Geometry and Measurement, and Data and Probability. The focus is on developing mathematical concepts through hands on experiences and language.  The student’s language develops as a spiral, and so, therefore, do the concepts presented in the curriculum.    This description includes some of the expected student performances expected of kindergarteners by the end of the year.

Algebraic Reasoning 

Kindergarteners sort and classify objects by attributes such as size, shape, color, texture; use, position and orientation, and can explain why they grouped objects as they did. They identify and extend patterns and describe the rule of the pattern. Students make comparisons and describe qualitative and quantitative changes of a given pattern (more, less, bigger, smaller, longer, one more, one less). Kindergarteners solve simple math problems by acting them out.

Numbers and Operations

Kindergarteners identify numerals 1-20 and compare quantities using terms such as “more,” “less” or “the same.” These students understand the concept of one-half, and can compare quantities as being closer to a whole or just a little. Kindergarteners can count to 30 or higher by the end of the year, and can group and count objects by 10. They can recognize some coins and realize that 10 pennies are the same value as one dime. Estimation is practiced  using benchmarks of 10, and counting to determine if the estimate is more or less.

Geometry and Measurement

By the end of the year, Kindergarteners compare and order sets of objects sequenced by size, length, area and volume. They identify, sort and compare two- and three-dimensional shapes and solids in the environment, such as triangles, squares, rectangles, circles, cubes, spheres, cylinders and cones. These students describe the position, location and direction of objects using terms such as inside, outside, top, bottom, close, closer, etc. Students locate a day and date on the calendar and use terms such as yesterday, today and tomorrow. They sequence daily events using terms like before and after. Students make relative comparisons of objects using terms such as longer/shorter, heavier/lighter, larger, smaller (comparing area and volume).

Data and Probability

Kindergarteners collect personal information and ways to record and organize data using tallies and tables. They construct real graphs, picture graphs and simple block graphs and describe the data using the terms more, less and same. They engage in simple probability activities discussing the likelihood of events related to personal experiences.
